	Shannon Guillory sent an email to www.lasfaa.org to thank those members who volunteered to run for office.  She reminded members that elections would take place June 15 – June 30 and encouraged everyone to vote.
Shannon emailed the results of the LASFAA election to President Gorman.  She reminded Patrick that according to the P&P manual, the number of votes required to win an election is a plurality of votes cast.   Once the results are in The Board of Directors should be notified and the Chairman of the Nominations and Awards Committee should announce via email, the winners prior to the Fall conference.  The P&P also states that election results should be made available to the membership no later than 3 weeks after the election. 

President Gorman emailed the LASFAA Board with the results of the LASFAA election.  He accepted the results and submitted them to the voting members of the LASFAA Board for ratification.  Patrick asked for any questions to be directed to Shannon Guillory and requested one day of discussion time.  He planned on requesting a motion to approve, second, and vote by mid-morning tomorrow.  He would then contact the candidates and ask Shannon to publish the results.
Theodis Wright sent an email asking if the Board was privy to the actual results of the election.  He clarified by asking if the Board was allowed to see the actual numbers.  President Gorman deferred to Shannon Guillory who quoted the Policy and Procedures Manual as saying, “the results of the election will be forwarded to the President for review.  If the results prove to be valid the Board of Directors will be notified.”  Shannon stated that for the consideration of those who ran, the information does not need to be shared.  She asked President Gorman his opinion.  Patrick responded that it is probably better to use discretion and realize we are all working together in a small tight-knit voluntary professional association and those who volunteer should not be under the same magnifying glass as those who run for public office.  Patrick stated he is open for contrary views.
After giving it some thought Patrick decided to uphold the LASFAA tradition and not release the vote count, even to the Board, as a show of respect and consideration for all who offer to serve by accepting nominations.
Denise Spellman emailed and asked if the Board would seek nominations for a new Delegate-at-Large for the University of Louisiana System after the announcement (via email) or at the Fall conference, since Misty Adams will hold the new position of Second Vice President.

Theodis thought it should be before then in order to have time to accept nominations and hold a vote.

Patrick thought he recalled that the President is to appoint a new Delegate to complete the term of an elected Delegate unable to complete a term in office.  If that was the case then he would defer to Denise for the appointment since Misty would remain in the UL Delegate position throughout his term as President.  He also added that if a special election was necessary the details could be worked out after ratifying the regular election results.

Shannon Guillory confirmed with the P&P manual that, “If a delegate fails to complete a term, the President shall appoint a replacement for that position.”
Patrick thanked Shannon for confirming his recollection and as he mentioned before he will defer to Denise to make the appointment.  Denise Spellman emailed that she will make the appointment as required by the P&P.

Patrick called for someone to move and someone else to second so that the Board could accept and ratify the results of our election for new 2011 Officers and Delegates.

Trivia Garrett made a motion to accept and ratify the results of our election for new 2011 Officers and Delegates.

Lynette Viskozki emailed to second the motion.
Theodis Wright stated that in all levels of government and in every organization he’s participated in, those responsible for certifying election results know the details of those results.  If the election results can’t be completely disclosed to the Board, he will not participate in the ratification.  He knows it’s a tradition, but that doesn’t always mean its right.
Patrick emailed that the approval/ratification of the LASFAA election results for new Officers and Delegates for 2011 has been approved and seconded.  He asked for post-motion discussion and a vote by 10am.

Lynette Viskozki voted yes.

DeAnna Cooper voted yes.

Shannon Guillory voted yes.

Trivia Garrett voted yes.

Dawn Eubanks voted yes.

Denise Spellman voted yes.

Darrell Boyd voted yes.

Patrick stated we have seven votes for approval, with one abstention based on principle concerning disclosure of vote count.  We did not have any “no” votes.  With seven being a majority of the voting members of the Board, the motion to accept/ratify the election results carries.  Patrick will notify Shannon when he has contacted the candidates on the ballot so she can publish the results.
