The newsletters on these sites are done by ATAC with the association supplying the articles and ATAC placing them in a pre-formatted structure.  This structure is designed by ATAC with input from the association but the format basically is an article per page no matter the length of the article.  In addition, pictures placed in the newsletter are assessed a cost dependent on the number of pictures.  Most of these associations do not place pictures in the newsletter opting to place them in a picture archive of some sort.
